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TOOLS USED
To test the hypotheses framed, the following tools have been used.

(a) Personal data Performa was developed by the investigator.
(b) Study involvement rating scale by Asha Bhatnagar.
(c) Academic Anxiety Questionnaire- A modified version of Academic Anxiety

Questionnaire by Dr. A.K.Singh and Dr. Sen Gupta is used in the present study.
STUDY INVOLVEMENT SCALE

In the present study the investigation used a yes or no study involvement scale developed
by Asha Bhatnagar, to assess the study involvement of higher secondary students. The overall
scores obtained by the standard IX students in the study involvement scale indicates their level of

study involvement.
DESCRIPTION

The tool consists of 40 items with yes or no yes options, the students are required to

choose any one option.
ADMINISTRATION

The test was administered to selected high school students. The following instructions

were given to them:
Given below are 40 statements regarding awareness of study involvement

» Each statement has two option — “Yes’ and ‘No’
> Put a tick mark against the option which you feel is appropriate for the given

There are two types of items- positive and negative. All positive items which are opted by
the subjects as “Yes’ are given a score of 1 and all negative items which are endorsed by the

subject as ‘No’ are given a score of 0. Thus, high score on the test indicates high Academic

ADMINISTRATION OF THE TOOL

Following steps were used in administering the Academic Anxiety Scale for Children (AASC).

All the students were asked to sit comfortably and rapport was established with a brief
general talk with the pupils.
Instructions printed on the test was read by the researcher and the students should also

read it silently.

3. If there was any confusion regarding the instruction, they raised their hand. There is
nothing wrong or right in the answer.
4. There is no fixed time limit for the test. But ordinarily the pupil took 10 — 15 minutes in
completing the test.
5. The researcher assured the students that their answers would always remain confidential.
He made much effort to secure the sincere co-operation from the students.
6. As soon as the pupils finished their work, test- materials were collected.
STUDY INVOLVEMENT
PILOT STUDY

The Questionnaire was administered to 30 students. Purpose of the study and need for

honest responses was made known to the subjects the purpose of the pilot study was to note

whether the questions are well understand and whether changes or modification are required.

ESTABLISHING RELIABILITY AND VALIDLY OF THE TOOLS

In order to establish reliability odd even method was used. Correlation co-efficient was

found to be 0.67 which is highly reliable.

Validity co-efficient was computed from the square root of reliability coefficient was

found to be 0.79 which reveals high validity.

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ACADEMIC ANXIETY
PILOT STUDY

Pilot study was conducted with a sample of 30 students randomly selected from
eleventh standard. The investigator personally administered the questionnaire to the sample in a
group by giving the instruction. Data was collected and scored according to the scoring key. The

results were focused for establishing the reliability and validity of the questionnaire.
RELIABILITY

In order to establish the reliability of Academic Anxiety Questionnaire, the Odd
Even method was used. The reliability of Academic Anxiety Questionnaire was found to be 0.69

which is considered to be reliable.
VALIDITY

The index of validity which is the square root of reliability was found to be 0.83
and it is found to be highly valid.

STATISTICAL TECHNICAL USED
The Statistical techniques used in the present study are

e Descriptive Analysis (Mean, Standard deviation)
e Differential Analysis (t-values, F-ratio)

e Correlation Analysis and Association analysis.
